CoMMODORE 's COMMENTS - PauL ATTwooD

OYS Regatta: GREAT TIME HAD BY ALL! | don't want to steal any thunder from this event so my comments
are simply "THANKS" to the Regatta Chair, Murray Souter and Linda Stevens, Social and their respective
teams for putting on a fantastic event despite not having a race on Monday!

There were some "clarifications" sent out by FTD regarding the use of electrical hookups and the licensed
areas within our Club. Further to those, | felt it would be appropriate to remind all the members of the
current OYS Mooring Policy which was approved by the 2009 Executive and which of course is in effect for
this year.

This policy was developed to help ensure the continued vitality of OYS and to make sure that Club
moorings are being used for what they are intended, which of course is to have member's boats in them.
This "clarification” (which really is just a reminder) is to ensure that the boats in those slips are being used
for sailing purposes as opposed to just storage purposes. If your boat is in a Club slip and is simply being
"stored" as opposed to actually being used, you will be required to "store" it somewhere other than at OYS.
Members who use their boats and support the Club is what everyone wants; not someone who simply
launches the boat and isn't seen at the Club again until it is time to haul out the boat.

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This policy clarification is not designed to "drive out any members" but rather to ensure that we have a
vibrant club. It will also allow other individuals/families to enjoy the wonderful facilities that we offer
when space becomes available. Bottom line is: "Come on down to the Club and enjoy the wonderful
facility that we all have!"

REMINDER: - OYS Mooring Policy

The Issue:

Seven of the 73 OYS fee slips were occupied by boats that were not rigged to sail as of September 15,
2009 and at least 6 others did not move that year to my knowledge. We are allowing 18% of our
moorings to be occupied by non-sailing or at least non-active members of the club. This is a serious drain
on the vitality of the Oakuville Yacht Squadron and an issue must be addressed in the long term interests
of the club. It prevents active, newer members from becoming fully engaged with their membership
rights and obligations. It reduces the number of members who actively access their boats through the
club grounds. It reduces traffic at the club bar and at club events.

Having boats moored at the club that are not sailed or used for a whole season is against the best long
term interests of the Oakville Yacht Squadron. The By-Laws allow, even direct, the Executive Committee
to manage the scarce resources of the OYS in the best long term interests of the Squadron.

The By-Laws:

Section 4.5(d) of Appendix A of the Oakville Yacht Squadron By-Laws states that a Permanent Berthing
Allocation is terminated if the allocated space is used in a manner considered by the Executive
Committee of the Squadron to be against the best interests of the membership of the Squadron. This
section of the by-laws will now be interpreted to include the following requirement:

Accepted Motion:
It is in the best long term interest of the Squadron to renew Permanent Berthing Allocations to those
members whose boats are actively used during OYS events. It will be up to the member applying to
renew a Permanent Berthing Allocation to show that the BOAT patrticipated in at least one OYS event
during the previous summer. Events that qualify include:

| Sailpast

| Regatta

| Club Racing

| Club Cruising.

Where the boat did not participate in an OYS event during the previous summer, the Harbour Master is
directed to terminate that Permanent Berthing Allocation subject to review by the OYS Executive

Committee for any extenuating circumstances.

The motion is effective Januaryl, 2010, enforcement will commence January 1, 2011.
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The above motion was proposed, seconded, discussed and unanimously accepted at the October 2009
Executive Committee meeting.

OYS Sailing School - August 2010

The sailing school is in mid season form with three weeks to go for this year. The 9 instructors under the
leadership of Gord Frenke are doing a super job of providing a safe and fun environment for the youth
students to learn to sail.

Registration has been stronger than forecast as we continue to see youth returning for an extra week or
two to round out their summer. We are at or over capacity in the Opti, White Sail and Bronze Sail
levels in session 3; usually the lowest attended session. In addition the adult sailing lessons have been
well subscribed this year and several participants have stated their intention to join OYS next year.

The last week of July we held a pilot project for the OYS Accessible Sailing program. The Ontario Sailing
BOOM instructors and boats were at OYS and offered their accessible sailing program to the Oakville
community. Participation was over capacity for both the Youth sessions during the day and the Adult
sessions in the evenings. The OYS Accessible Sailing steering committee will have some good feedback
and information in deciding on the future direction of the OYS Accessible Sailing program.

The sailing school season ends with a celebration and banquet on the last Thursday of the fourth session.
We hand out certificates and seals to those who have successfully passed their levels: White Sail 1, 2
and 3; Bronze Sail 4 and 5, Silver and Gold Sail levels. The OYS sailing school has some venerable
trophies to be handed out rewarding both stellar and unique contributions to the summer at OYS. The
banquet is included in the registration fee for all youth participants and their parents and siblings are
welcome to participate in the fun for $5 a piece. One of the highlights of the banquet is the slide show
featuring the students themselves as we see them learning to sail and having a great time doing it.

The banquet is another example of OYS volunteers outdoing themselves. The July banquet was cooked
and served by Daniela and Madeleine Beese, Steve Griffin, Steve Scott, Edith Sanford and sailing school
parents and was coordinated by Leslie Frenke.
