Oakville May 12, 2010 - For immediate release
Members of the public are encouraged to provide input into the Harbours Financial Strategic Business Plan to help
maintain the financial sustainability of the Oakville and Bronte harours for years to come.
“These two harbours play a vital role in making Oakville the desirable lakefront community that it is today,” said
Chris Mark, Director, Parks and Open Space.  “Getting valuable feedback from the public will keep us on track in
providing not only essential, but value-added harbour services to our clients.”
The Harbour Financial Strategic Plan will focus on diverse issues including town and club operated morrings, boating
activities and services, dredging options and alternatives, lease renewals, and transient morrings.  In addition, the
natural environment and recreational enhancements for both boaters and non-boaters will be reviewed.
A public meeting will be held on Thursday, June 24, 2010, from 7 to 9 pm in the Oakville Room at Town Hall, 1225
Trafalgar Road.  Comments, suggestions and questions can also be emailed to harboursinput@oakville.ca. The
deadline for public imput is July 16, 2010 in order to be considered in the final development of the plan.

OYS has undertaken a commitment to bring accessible sailing to Oakville.
At this point a steering committee has been organized to report to the Sailing School Director.  The committee,
under Melissa Valsallo, is working towards providing accessible sailing facilities at OYS.  Members of the steering
committee include Peter Urwin, Kathryn Bamford, Case Lammerse and Jenni Frenke. The committee is working
with Ontario Sailing to help evaluate the demand for accessible sailing through OS's BOOM program.  The
BOOM program will be on site at OYS the afternoon of June 13 and the week of July 26.  Registration forms are
available on the OYS web site.  Fees for these two programs have been covered by a corporate donation.
Significant funding for the boats and equipment required for an accessible sailing program has been committed by
the Rick Hansen Wheels in Motion Oakville event.  Your support of that event will in turn support the accessible
sailing program at OYS.  Please be active in your support.

The RHWinM Oakville event is on Sunday June 13 at Appleby College, registration starts at 08:45.  We have one
team registered for the Wheelchair challenge:  5 members @ $200 = $1000 per team.  Get four others together
and make up a second OYS team.

CALYPSO'S JOURNAL FIFTEENTHDAY

Bill Compton has submitted this article from his sister-in- law 

Our current position is: 
08° 25' 358 S
127° 47' 978 W 

We have covered 2,500 nautical miles with just over 650 remaining. 

For the first time in over a week, the sea conditions have calmed down enough that it is no longer Mission
Impossible to walk from one end of the boat to the other. The seas had been so incredibly choppy with huge
waves coming in from the side breaking over the boat that it made it virtually impossible to do anything with any
degree of comfort. I don't care if we're not going as fast as we'd like, I just like the fact that I can sit and relax and
not worry about being thrown from pillar to post. 

We've been at sea for 15 days now, the longest trip taken to date and we're hoping to arrive in Fatu Hiva in the
middle of next week. Although we haven't had a current to help us on our way, we're certainly not unhappy with
our progress. 

Today is my birthday. How many of you get taken to such exotic locations on your birthdays? Dinner will be 'al
fresco' under the stars dans le cockpit de Calypso and, hopefully, seared tuna with teriyaki sauce on the menu
(depending, of course, on what El Capitano and chief angler can snag). A wonderful ocean view, the sounds of
gently lapping waves - what more could a girl ask?! Perhaps a French chef to prepare it all and serve it but... what
the hell, I'm not complaining! 

Fresh veggies are getting a tad scarce. The last remaining potatoes are definitely past their sell by, eat by or just-out-
of-desperation by dates. The carrots, despite the green baggy, look decidedly unappetizing, however, the last
cabbage and the butternut squash remain hopeful and we still have some usable onions. I'm usually sprouting mung
beans at this stage but it's been far too rough, my sprouter would have become a flying missile long before any sign
of life from the beans could be detected. Even my yoghurt is complaining - I can only hope it comes right when we
finally get to more settled conditions. 

Our fellow travelers aboard Liquid Courage still have their resident booby with them. He flies off for a few hours at
a time fishing for his food but seems quite content having his floating resting spot to return to each day. Prior to
reaching the Marquesas, they're not sure if they're going to have to add him to the crew list, claim him as a
stowaway or declare him as a pet which could prove a problem.
